Dear Ms. Dortch:

On August 20, 2010, Anne Boyle, Mike Hybl, Gene Hand, Sue Vanicek, Tyler Frost and
I spoke telephonically with Carol Pomponio, Vickie Robinson, Claudia Fox, Chin Y00, and
Nicholas Degani and discussed universal service contribution mechanism reform.

We discussed the positions we have taken in prior comments and emphasized that if the
Commission changes the federal contribution mechanism that it should expressly permit states
the freedom to continue to use an alternative contribution methodology. We also discussed
various contribution methodologies including a numbers-based, connections-based and revenues­
based contribution mechanism. We discussed a hybrid of two or more of the various options.
We emphasized that reform should be gradual and that changes should be transitioned over time.

We also discussed our position that as the Commission transitions to a broadband fund,
the contribution base should be broadened to include broadband providers. We discussed
potential ways to allocate intrastate versus interstate revenues using a safe harbor mechanism and

.discussed precedents used by the Commission for determining safe harbor allocations.

We gave an overview of the NUSF contribution mechanism and requested that the
Commission take into account the variations in state universal service programs. We offered to
provide any state specific data that would be useful to Commission in determining the merits of
contribution reform proposals.
