I'm a database developer, so | do search after search on my browser, both to find answers to
pressing questions about my work and to gather information that is interesting and/or applicable to my
life.

If I'm shuttled into one area or another based on my choice of ISP or any other arbitrary reason, the
web will lose half its importance and effectiveness.

| rarely use Facebook for this very reason. They took the personal touch out of the profiles and
created their own tags to be a more effective commercial force, but it ruined the personal aspect and
made it worthless to me.

| don't want my browser to follow the same path.

This is another case where our 'representative’ federal government has a choice between big money
and representation of the people (aka: following the U.S. Constitution). At this point the internet
serves the people. If any control is given to corporate entities, the internet will serve moneyed
interests as a first priority, and it will lose the best part about it: its freedom and its universality.

| remember when the 'name’ of Candlestick Park changed to the name of a corporation. It felt very
uncomfortable for everyone, including the announcers. 1 still don't remember what it was changed to
(it will always be 'Candlestick Park' to me), nor do | remember the names of any of the local,
corporation-endorsed sports stadiums.

The fact is corporations come and go, along with the politicians who take bribes from them. We need
legislation or directives that keep the internet, the last bastion of popular control of information, in the
hands of the people. The FCC must stand up now and recognize who the internet belongs to, and
why it should stay under public control.
