On December 2, 2010, Michael Goggin and I met with Jordan Usdan and Robert Alderfer  
from the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau, Walter Johnston and Michael Ha from the 
Office of Engineering Bureau and Technology and Joel Gurin from the Consumer and 
Government Affairs Bureau regarding the above referenced proceeding. In the meeting, 
AT&T reiterated the concerns expressed in comments it filed in the proceeding, including   
that there are a large number of variables that affect mobile broadband performance and 
that it will be very difficult to control these in a way to characterize an average user 
experience. These concerns would apply to varying degrees depending on whether the 
measurements were performed using drive testing, fixed probes, or through a handset 
application that applied crowd-sourcing data collection. 
 
 AT&T also discussed some basic principles that should be considered essential for any test 
program attempting to characterize mobile broadband performance, as reflected in the 
attached presentation.
