On December 2, 2010, Joel Kelsey, political adviser for Free Press, and I met with
John Giusti, Chief of Staff to Commissioner Copps.

We discussed the Commission’s ongoing efforts to establish open Internet rules.
Consistent with our prior filings, we emphasized paid prioritization agreements between
content providers and broadband access providers fundamentally harm the public interest.
We also emphasized that the rule devised in efforts led by Representative Henry Waxman
this summer fails to provide adequate protections for users who connect to the Internet by a
mobile connection.
