 On December 15, 2010, Mike Williams, Executive Vice President and General Counsel, 
Joel Wiginton, Vice President and Senior Counsel, Government & Industry Affairs, and Jim 
Morgan, Director and Counsel, Government and Industry Affairs, for Sony Electronics Inc. 
(“SEL”), met with Commissioner Michael Copps, John Giusti, Chief of Staff to Commissioner 
Copps, and Joshua Cinelli, Legal Advisor to Commissioner Copps, to discuss the “AllVid” 
proposal set forth in the Notice of Inquiry (“NOI”) in the above-referenced proceedings. 
 

In this meeting, the SEL representatives discussed procedural matters and reiterated 
arguments already reflected in Comments and Reply Comments submitted by SEL in these 
proceedings.  Specifically, they indicated SEL’s support for the AllVid approach as described in 
the NOI, and encouraged the Commission to follow through on its commitment to proceed to a 
Notice of Proposed Rulemaking in this matter.  The SEL representatives also discussed the 
consumer benefits of the AllVid proposal, and the positive impact it would have on the 
broadband and television ecosystems in the United States.
