Meeting Summary:
1. Opening Remarks
WRC-12 Advisory Committee (Committee) Co-Chair Paul Margie opened the meeting and noted that the
Committee last met on July 28 2010, and that substantial progress had been made since the previous
meeting. He announced that this was the last meeting in 2010, and the last meeting prior to the
Conference Preparatory Meeting in February 2011.
Alexander Roytblat, FCC WRC Director, responsible for WRC preparations and the Designated Federal
Officer of the Committee, reminded all attendees to sign in and also to provide their ZIP code, to comply
with a new General Services Administration (GSA) requirement for federal advisory committees.
2. Approval of the Agenda
The agenda, Document WAC/098(26.10.10), was approved without change.
3. Approval of Draft Minutes of the Fifth Meeting
The minutes of the fifth meeting, Document WAC/087(26.10.10), were approved without change.
4. Report on Recent WRC-12 Preparatory Meetings
Alexander Roytblat introduced Documents WAC/090(26.10.10) and WAC/093(26.10.10) that
summarize the activities of the Americas (CITEL PCC Il) and European (CEPT) WRC-12 Preparatory
Groups. He announced that a number of the Committee’s proposals had been incorporated into U.S.
proposals, either entirely or in part, and had been presented at CITEL and are evolving into Inter-
American proposals. He thanked everyone for their work.

5. NTIA Draft Preliminary Views

Mr. Navin acknowledged the excellent progress made by NTIA subsequent to the last meeting and asked
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the NTIA representatives for comments. Robin Haines of NTIA announced that NTIA had scheduled the
next RCS meeting for November 4, 2010. Mr. Navin introduced Documents WAC/088(26.10.10),
WAC/089(26.10.10), WAC/091(26.10.10), WAC/092(26.10.10), WAC/103(26.10.10), from NTIA.

The NTIA letters and enclosures were noted.
6. IWG Status reports and Consideration of Preliminary Views
IWG-1: Maritime, Aeronautical and Radar Services

Giselle Creeser, Chair of IWG-1, reported that IWG-1 had four proposals for the Committee to
consider.

Agenda Item 1.3: to consider spectrum requirements and possible regulatory actions,
including allocations, in order to support the safe operation of unmanned aircraft systems
(UAS), based on the results of ITU-R studies, in accordance with Resolution 421 (WRC-07)
— Document WAC/094(26.10.10), a draft proposal, was approved.

Agenda Item 1.9: to revise frequencies and channeling arrangements of Appendix 17 to the
Radio Regulations, in accordance with Resolution 351 (Rev. WRC-07), in order to
implement new digital technologies for the maritime mobile service — Document
WAC/095(26.10.10).

Ms. Creeser explained that this was a revision of WAC/084(28.07.10) to take into account
comments received after the prior proposal was placed on Public Notice. Document
WAC/095(26.10.10), a draft proposal, was approved.

Agenda Item 1.15: to consider possible allocations in the range 3-50 MHz to the
radiolocation service for oceanographic radar applications, taking into account the results of
ITU-R studies, in the range 3-50 MHz, in accordance with Resolution 612 (WRC-07) service
—Document WAC/096(26.10.10), a draft proposal, was approved.

Agenda Item 8.2: to recommend to the Council items for inclusion in the agenda for the next
WRC, and to give its views on the preliminary agenda for the subsequent conference and on
possible agenda items for future conferences, taking into account Resolution 806 (WRC 07)
— Document WAC/097(26.10.10), a draft proposal for wireless avionics systems, was
approved.

Ms. Creeser stated that no meetings of IWG-1 had been scheduled, but that the group would probably
meet again in December after the Working Party 5B and CITEL meetings.

IWG-2 — Terrestrial

Kim Baum, Chair of IWG-2, reported that IWG-2 had two proposals for the Committee to consider.

Agenda Item: 1.8 : to consider the progress of ITU-R studies concerning the technical and
regulatory issues relative to the fixed service in the bands between 71 GHz and 238 GHz,
taking into account Resolutions 731 (WRC-2000) and 732 (WRC-2000);
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Resolution 731 (WRC-2000): Consideration by a future competent world
radiocommunication conference of issues dealing with sharing and adjacent-band
compatibility between passive and active services above 71 GHz
Resolution 732 (WRC-2000): Consideration by a future competent world
radiocommunication conference of issues dealing with sharing between active services
above 71 GHz —-Document WAC/100(26.10.10).

Ms. Baum noted that the group supported NOC to Article 5 and to suppress two related
resolutions at this point in time. IWG-2 felt studies were not mature and was concerned
about imposing any out-of-band emission limits on the fixed wireless services. Document
WAC/100(26.10.10), a draft proposal, was approved.

Agenda Item 1.20: To consider the results of ITU-R studies and spectrum identification for
gateway links for high altitude platform stations (HAPS) in the range between 5 850-7 075
MHz in order to support operations in the fixed and mobile services, in accordance with
Resolution 734 (Rev.WRC-07) — Document WAC/101(26.10.10)

Ms. Baum noted that this had been a somewhat difficult issue for IWG-2, that they had been
discussing proposals since August 2009, but that the group had not reached consensus on a
single proposal. IWG-2 does not believe it can make any further progress on Agenda Item
1.20 and therefore IWG-2 was presenting two alternate proposals to the Committee.

Don Jansky stated that his clients had been involved in developing Attachment B to
WAC/101(26.10.10). He noted that WAC/090(26.10.10) references Agenda Item 1.20 on
page three, where is states, “A proposal was submitted by Brazil for NOC and suppression of
Resolution 734. This proposal was supported by Costa Rica, Uruguay, Mexico, Canada and
Dominican Republic.” Having been supported by that many countries the proposal is an
Inter-American proposal to WRC-12. Mr. Jansky stated that the proposal in Attachment B is
similar to Brazil’s proposal to CITEL, and he proposed that the Committee only adopt
Attachment B to WAC/101(26.10.10). Abdolmajid Khalilzadehof IntelSat and David
Weinreich of Globalstar supported Mr. Jansky’s proposal that the Committee only adopt
Attachment B. Mr. Navin called for additional comments and none were received.
Document WAC/101(26.10.10) was approved.

Mr. Navin announced that both proposals, together with the comments made at the meeting,
would be reflected in the record. Mr. Roytblat noted that the comments were reflected in
Attachment B.

Ms. Baum stated that no additional meetings of IWG-2 are planned at this time, and that the group would
reassess after the CITEL meeting whether another meeting was necessary.

IWG-3: Space Services

Jack Wengryniuk, the Chair of IWG-3, reported that IWG-3 met twice since the last meeting of the
full Committee focusing on Agenda Items 1.25 and 1.7. IWG-3 offered a draft proposal on Agenda
Item 1.7.

Agenda Item 1.7: to consider the results of ITU R studies in accordance with Resolution 222
(Rev.WRC 07) in order to ensure long-term spectrum availability and access to spectrum
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necessary to meet requirements for the aeronautical mobile-satellite (R) service, and to take
appropriate action on this subject, while retaining unchanged the generic allocation to the
mobile-satellite service in the bands 1 525 1 559 MHz and 1 626.5-1 660.5 MHz. —Document
WAC/099(26.10.10).

Mr. Wengryniuk noted that IWG-3 had previously developed a proposal, which was adopted
by the Committee, a proposal of NOC for Agenda Item 1.7, and that the proposal in
WAC/099(26.10.10) supersedes the previous proposal. He explained that
WAC/099(26.10.10) proposes NOC to Articles Five and Nine, except for the reference to
Resolution 22, which is revised. The proposal also includes an Annex on Resolution 222 and
a new resolution on spectrum methodologies for AMS(R)S . Document
WAC/099(26.10.10), a draft proposal was approved.

Mr. Wengryniuk stated that no meetings of IWG-3 are planned at this time.
IWG-4: Regulatory Issues

IWG-4 Chair Audrey Allison reported that IWG-4 met three times since the last full committee
meeting and had four documents for consideration by the Committee.

Agenda Item 1.2: taking into account the ITU R studies carried out in accordance with
Resolution 951 (Rev. WRC 07), to take appropriate action with a view to enhancing the
international regulatory framework —Documents WAC/105(26.10.10), a draft proposal, was
approved.

Agenda Item 7: To consider possible changes in response to Resolution 86 (Rev. Marrakesh,
2002) of the Plenipotentiary Conference: “advance publication, coordination, notification and
recording procedures of the Radio Regulations for frequency assignments pertaining to space
services,” in accordance with Resolution 86 (Rev. WRC 07) — Documents
WAC/104(26.10.10), a draft proposal, and WAC/102(26.10.10), a report, were approved.

Agenda Item 4: in accordance with Resolution 95 (Rev. WRC-07), to review the resolutions
and recommendations of previous conferences with a view to their possible revision,
replacement or abrogation; and

Agenda Item 8.2: to recommend to the Council items for inclusion in the agenda for the next
WRC, and to give its views on the preliminary agenda for the subsequent conference and on
possible agenda items for future conferences, taking into account Resolution 806 (WRC 07)
— Draft Proposals, Document WAC/102(26.10.10)

Ms. Allison explained that Document WAC/102(26.10.10) reflected IWG-4’s work over the
past two years regarding integrated MSS systems, but that IWG-4 had been unable to reach
consensus on these items. IWG-4 submitted its report with two options to the Committee.
Document WAC/102(26.10.10), a report, was approved.

Ms. Allison reported that IWG-4 had more work to do on NTIA’s proposal for Agenda Item 2, and
that IWG-4 would meet on December 16, 2010, at 10 a.m.
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7. Future Meetings
Mr. Margie announced that the proposed date for the seventh meeting of the Committee was March 15,
2011, and asked for comment on the proposed meeting date. There being no comment, the date for the
next meeting of the Committee is March 15, 2011. Mr. Margie introduced Document
WAC/004(Rev.26.10.10), a timeline setting forth the dates of national, regional, and international
preparatory meetings leading up to WRC-12.
The timeline document was noted.

9. Other Business

Mr. Margie thanked the participants for their hard work. There being no new business, the meeting
adjourned.
