As stated in the attached
customer notice, Ace Telephone Association will continue to offer services to existing ISP customers
under current rates, terms and conditions until the end of their current term or upon replacement
with a Broadband Commercial Agreement. Broadband Commercial Agreements will be made
available in a nondiscriminatory manner to any provider desiring to purchase wireline broadband
access service for use as a component in its broadband internet service sold to consumers.

Effective July 1, 2011, Ace Telephone Association will make its wireline broadband internet access
service on a permissive detariffed, common carriage basis through posting of rates, terms and
conditions available on our company website (www.acegroup.cc) and in printed copy during normal
business hours at Ace Telephone Association business office located at 207 East Cedar, Houston,
