COMMENTS OF CALVARY CHAPEL OF COSTA MESA, INC.

Pursuant to Section 1.405 of the Commission’s Rules and Regulations, Calvary
Chapel of Costa Mesa, Inc. (“Calvary”™), by its attorney, hereby respectfully submits the
following Comments on the Petition for Rulemaking filed in this proceeding by SSR

Communications, Inc. (“SSR™)." In support thereof, it is alleged:

1. On or about January 18, 2011, Calvary filed a Petition for Rulemaking to
modify Section 73.215 of the Commission’s Rules and Regulations. Calvary’s petition sought to
modify Section 73.215 to eliminate an anomaly. That anomaly occurs when under the current
rule applicants are required to assume, falsely, that an antenna is situated underground. On

February 18, 2011, the Commission gave public notice of Calvary’s petition (RM-11620). A

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total of four comments were filed in support of the petition. None of the industry leaders filed
any opposition, i.e. the NAB did not oppose the petition, the AFCCE did not oppose the petition,
and no oppositions were filed by Clear Channel, ABC, NBC or CBS. Nevertheless, the
Commission has yet to issue a notice of proposed rulemaking.

2. It now turns out that a similar petition has been filed in this proceeding by
SSR. Calvary had no prior notice that SSR was going to file such a petition. It came as a
complete surprise.

3. One comment has already been filed in support of SSR’s petition. SSR’s
proposal would, in fact, correct the underground antenna anomaly. However, it goes beyond the
original Calvary proposal. That original proposal was limited to the underground antenna
problem.

- The ball is now in the Commission’s court. It should now be obvious that
Section 73.215 needs modification. The Commission should promptly issue a notice of proposed
rulemaking, looking towards modification of the rule; solicit industry comments; and, when

those comments are received take appropriate action.
