 On December 21, 2011, I, on behalf of Level 3 Communications, Inc. (“Level 3”), spoke 
with Randy Clarke of the Wireline Competition Bureau.  We discussed the phantom traffic rules, 
and the fact that there is some non-interconnected VoIP originated traffic that does not carry a 
calling party number for which Level 3 must insert a Charge Number in order for the call to 
complete and not fail.  We discussed whether a waiver may be needed to address this situation in 
light of Paragraph 714 of the CAF Order1.
