. Utllltles and CII Need Communlcatlons Rellablllty

— Utilities and other critical infrastructure industries (CIl) need to upgrade
their communications to meet increasing demand for voice and data
services.

— Utilities lack access to suitable spectrum to meet their needs.

— Commercial networks need to be more reliable to meet all of utilities’
functional requirements.

 Utilities and ClI Maintain Safety and Reliability

— Safety of life, health and property depend on the delivery of the essential
electric, gas and water services that utilities provide to the public at large.

— Congress and the FCC recognize that utilities and other Cll provide
“public safety radio services” under 309(j) of the Communications Act.

— Access for pole attachments is subject to utility determinations of safety,
capacity, reliability and generally applicable engineering requirements
under Section 224(f)(2).

o Utilities and CII use private internal communications systems that are
not made commercially available to the public at large.

— Policy Arguments

« Creates synergies that will accelerate PS BB network deployment
and will promote emergency response.

— Policy Arguments

 Network outage reporting requirements will promote confidence of
utilities in using commercial broadband and VolIP services.

* Benefits of reporting outweigh the burdens to service providers.
— Legal Arguments
 Qutage reporting is reasonably ancillary to FCC’s 911 authority.

Conclusions

public safety broadband spectrum, which is consistent with
Sec. 337(f) of the Communications Act, and which will
accelerate the deployment of PS BB networks and promote
emergency response by utilities and public safety.

The Commission should adopt its proposal to extend
outage reporting requirements to broadband and VolIP
providers, which will promote the use of commercial
networks to support smart grid and other utility/CIl needs.

We stand ready to work with the Commission and other
stakeholders in improving pole attachment access and rate
requirements in a way that doesn’t undermine the safety
and reliability of critical infrastructure.
