Fog rolls in

very quickly at times in my area and can be very disorienting, a navigation error from relying on

compass and charts can occur and place vessels in the path of ocean going vessels that would

certainly result in injury and probably vessel occupant deaths. Such use of GPS is far important than

sharing face book posts or "tweats" which is using the current band width and the causing the

expansion request that will impact GPS . I rely on the FCC to protect the integrity of the GPS signal

and I and my boating family support their recommendation to stop LightSquared?s current proposal.
