CLARIFICATION AND RECONSIDERATION OR, IN THE ALTERNATIVE, FOR WAIVER 
OF CERTAIN HIGH-COST UNIVERSAL SERVICE RULES

The Wireline Competition Bureau seeks comment on a petition filed by CTIA – the Wireless 
Association (CTIA) and the United States Telecom Association (USTelecom) seeking clarification and 
reconsideration or, in the alternative, waiver of three high-cost universal service rules.1 First, CTIA and 
USTelecom seek clarification that the broadband reporting obligations in section 54.313(a)(11) of the 
Commission’s rules do not apply to Eligible Telecommunications Carriers (ETCs) other than carriers 
receiving Connect America Fund (CAF) Phase II support.2 Second, CTIA and USTelecom seek 
clarification or reconsideration of the five-year service quality improvement plans and associated progress 
reports required by section 54.313(a)(1) of the Commission’s rules, and argue these requirements should 
apply only to those ETCs that receive CAF Phase II support.3 Third, USTelecom seeks clarification that 
the Interstate Access Support portion of frozen high-cost support is not subject to the broadband 
deployment certifications required by section 54.313(c) of the Commission’s rules.4

Pursuant to sections 1.415 and 1.419 of the Commission’s rules, interested parties may file 
comments on or before the dates indicated on the first page of this document.5 Comments may be filed

Documents shown or given to Commission 
staff during ex parte meetings are deemed to be written ex parte presentations and must be filed 
consistent with rule 1.1206(b).  In proceedings governed by rule 1.49(f) or for which the Commission has 
made available a method of electronic filing, written ex parte presentations and memoranda summarizing 
oral ex parte presentations, and all attachments thereto, must be filed through the electronic comment 
filing system available for that proceeding, and must be filed in their native format (e.g., .doc, .xml, .ppt, 
searchable .pdf).
