Pittsburgh Community Television Corporation

Pittsburgh Community Television (PCTYV) submits these comments in response to the
above-captioned Notice of Inquiry (“NOI”), released July 20, 2012, seeking “data, information,
and comment on the state of competition in the delivery of video programming.”

PCTV is a 501 (c) 3 non-profit contracted by the City of Pittsburgh to provide public
access television services to local residents and non-profits. Our mission is to encourage
dialogue, promote media literacy, provide a platform for free speech and build a stronger
community through training and by providing local citizens and non-profit organizations with the
tools to produce and broadcast programs from their own unique perspectives.

The two MVPD operators in the City of Pittsburgh are Comcast and Verizon. Each
currently provides three channels for PEG programming, one for public access which PCTV
programs and operates, and two for government access, which the City of Pittsburgh programs
and operates. All three channels are on the basic tier of service. The number of channels carried

on the MVPD systems in Pittsburgh has not changed since 2010.



PCTYV is a unique community resource that enables local citizens and non-profits to
communicate and disseminate information that might otherwise not get to the public. Our
organization provides a one stop shop for participants to take their concept from the idea stage to
production and distribution. Participants are instructed in the use of production tools including
video, audio and editing equipment. Community members produce over 700 hours of original
programming every year for cablecast on PCTV. The programming is locally focused and
extremely diverse, covering a range of program types including religious/spiritual,
arts/film/culture, sports, music, community issues, and youth. In addition, PCTV programs a
community bulletin board which advertises local non-profit events between programs. Churches
and community groups make extensive use of PCTV to educate the community on issues of local
interest. In the truest sense of the word, PCTV makes possible the creation and distribution of

the “local” programming that was the original intent of PEG Access.
