First ten amendments to the Constitution, known as the Bill of Rights, are ratified (Dec. 15).

President Abraham Lincoln creates the United States Secret Service on April 14, 1865, five days after
Gen. Robert E. Lee's surrender at Appomattox. It was estimated by some at that time that a third of
the currency in circulation in America was counterfeit.

A scandal involving 12 U.S. Secret Service men and Colombian prostitutes before an upcoming
presidential trip to Colombia becomes made known to the American people. After this scandal
breaks, the Department of Homeland Security issues an investigation to determine whether this
behavior was common in the Secret Service, or simply a rare action. This scandal raises concern
about leaks of sensitive information, particularly those involving and surrounding an American
President of the United States. Relations between America and Colombian sour after this incident.
