On behalf of the Ad Hoc Telecommunications Users Committee (“Ad Hoc”), the 
undersigned and Andrew Brown of Levine, Blaszak, Block & Boothby, LLP, and Susan 
M. Gately, of SMG Consulting LLC, met on October 4, 2012, with Randy Clarke, Robin 
Cohn, Lynn Engledow, John Hunter, Christopher Koves, and Rhonda Lien of the Pricing 
Policy Division. 

 
During this meeting, we discussed Ad Hoc’s comments filed on February 14, 

2012 in response to the further notice of proposed rulemaking in the dockets captioned 
above.  Ad Hoc’s filing urged the Commission to restore the historic treatment of 8YY 
traffic for access charge purposes, pursuant to which carriers were required to apply per 
minute charges for terminating traffic to the originating or "open end" of 8YY calls.
