 On Tuesday, October 23, 2012, I, on behalf of General Communication, Inc. (“GCI”), 
spoke with Michael Steffen, legal advisor to Chairman Genachowski, and Carol Mattey, deputy 
bureau chief of the Wireline Competition Bureau.  On Wednesday, October 24, 2012, I spoke 
with Nicholas Degani, of the Wireline Competition Bureau. 
 

With respect to the Commission's upcoming NPRM on the disposition of unused CAF 
Phase I funds for 2012, I discussed GCI's comments in response to ACS' petition for waiver.  In 
those comments, GCI described a reverse auction mechanism that could be used to distribute 
such support while ensuring that it achieved the maximum "bang for the buck" in each 
area.  Those comments are incorporated here by reference.
