Maritime Communications/Land Mobile, LLC (“Maritime”) hereby respectfully tenders 

these supplemental and corrected responses to the Enforcement Bureau’s Fourth Set of 

Interrogatories to Maritime Relating to Nonconstruction and Discontinuance of Site-Based 

Operations (“Interrogatories”). This submission supplements and corrects only the response to 

Interrogatory Nos. 4 and 12. All other answers in Maritime’s Response to Interrogatories as 

served on December 24, 2012, remain unchanged. 
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4. Identify by name and address each entity or individual who became a Critical RF 
Customer between December 2005 and the present and identify the date on which these 
entities or individuals became a Critical RF Customer. 

 
A Revised Table A is being separately served. The revised table includes the date on 

which the Critical RF product was sold to each of the listed customers. 

In reviewing the table for purposes of this revision, it was discovered that several 

customers were excluded from the prior table. This appears to have been the result of inadvertent 

truncation when the spreadsheet containing the data was sorted and exported to PDF format. The 

omitted customers have been included in the Revised Table A. 

In addition, the list in the prior table included four entries for potential customers to 

which Critical RF demonstrated and/or quoted products, but for which no purchase has yet been 

made. On the Revised Table A, the names of these customers are preceded by an asterisk and the 

date is that of the quote. 

Revised Table A is designated as Highly Confidential pursuant to the July 20, 2011, 

Protective Order (FCC 11M-21) in this proceeding. The table is therefore not included in the 

version of this document being tendered for the public file, but will be served on counsel of 

record subject to the terms of the Protective Order. 

 
12. For each location or frequency of the Site-Based Facilities using the LTR Format, state 

whether it provided AMTS service to end user customers or subscribers, and if so, 
identify the dates such service was provided for each such location or frequency of the 
Site-Based Facility. 

 
The stations designated as LTR in the “System” column in Table I appended to  

Maritime’s October 31, 2012, responses Enforcement Bureau’s Third Set of Interrogatories to 

Maritime Relating to Nonconstruction and Discontinuance of Site-Based Operations were each 

timely constructed and operational, but have not had any AMTS end user subscribers. See 

Maritime’s October 31, 2012, interrogatory response numbers 2 through 4, including footnote 5.
