The FCC is seeking comments regarding BPL induced radio frequency interference; and, a proposed
reduction of the current 40 db/decade attenuation rate to 30db/decade. This NPRM indicates that the
attenuation rate is dependent upon various environmental factors. Furthermore, it is apparent, the
current attenuation model doesn't take such factors into consideration. The FCC should be conservative
in its rule making decision and adopt the proposed ARRL 20 db/decade attenuation rate until an
improved attenuation model can be developed. The operators of BPL systems should be required to
demonstrate their systems are reasonably free from harmful interference to individual users in the BPL
service area.
