On March 14, 2013, Glen Post, Chief Executive Officer, Steve Davis, Executive Vice President,
and Melissa Newman, Senior Vice President, CenturyLink, met with Chairman Genachowski,
Zachary Katz, Chief of Staff and Michael Steffen, Legal Advisor in the above-captioned
proceeding. CenturyLink urged the Commission to adopt rules for the next round of CAF I
funding in order to bring broadband this year to rural consumers who do not have it today.
CenturyLink encouraged the FCC to adopt the proposal filed jointly by the ABC Coalition, the
Independent Telephone and Telecommunications Association and the United States Telecom
Association.
