
If telecom services are not nationally universal and equitable now, while operating in a quasi-

regulated environment subsidized by all telecom customers, how can the FCC possibly expect such

services to be equitable in the future if regulations are dropped in the name of 'fairness' to all IP-

based service providers.  Univeral access to basic telecommunication services, with a plan to evolve

from basic telecom to data communication broadband services, should be a basic tenant of the FCC's

charter.  If the FCC does not exist to ensure this basic capability for all Americans, I am not sure why

it exists at all.
