PETITION FOR RULEMAKING OR, ALTERNATIVELY, FOR CLARIFICATION

The undersigned Petitioner, JAMES EDWIN WHEDBEE, who pursuant to Sections 1.41 (to the
extent anything herein is informally submitted) and 1.401 of the Commission's rules and
regulations (47 CFR Sec.s 1.41, 1.401) petitions the Commission's rulemaking requiring
enforcement action be taken against manufacturers of, rather than consumers of, unintentional
radiators which generate RF interference and relieving anybody who, as a consumer, is under
Enforcement Bureau action for same. As just cause therefor, Petitoner states: recent
Enforcement Bureau actions against consumers of light bulbs, water-well motors, and such have
unconscionably attacked unsuspecting consumers of unintentional radiators without technical
know-how or expertise to even comprehend what the FCC is doing to them with enforcement
proceedings; manufacturers are the lynchpin to correcting the problem with faulty uninentional
radiators rather than consumers; accordingly, the FCC should seek its recourse there, if at all.

WHEREFORE, this Petitioner petitions the Commission for rulemaking holding manufacturers
liable for fines and other enforcement action where uninentional radiators are concerned,
remitting fines and other recent enforcement action against consumers of such equipment; or,
alternatively, for the Commission's clarification in these cases holding manufacturers rather than
consumers liable for defects in uninentional RF radiators which generate RF interference and
remitting enforcement actions contrary hereto; and, for such other and further relief as is
consistent herewith.
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
