On Thursday, September 26, 2013, Congressman Jim Moran and members ofhis staff, 
Austin Durrer, Chief of Staff, Zach Cafritz, Legislative Assistant, and Manica Noziglia, 
Legislative Assistant, met with Federal Communications Commission staff Ronald Repasi, 
Office of Engineering and Technology, Robert Nelson, International Bureau, Charles Mathias, 
Wireless Telecommunications Bureau, Jill Pender, Office of Legislative Affairs, and Jennifer 
Tatel, Office of General Counsel, regarding the above referenced proceedings. 

During the meeting, Congressman Moran and his staff encouraged the FCC to resolve 
expeditiously LightSquared's pending modification application consistent with the public record 
developed in the proceeding. Congressman Moran and his staff also encouraged proactive 
coordination between the Federal Communications Commission and the National 
Telecommunications and Information Administration on LightSquared's pending request to 
ensure that the concerns of federal stakeholders are presented in a timely manner such that they 
can be adequately addressed.
