Verizon has continued its program of Tribal Government Outreach in CY2012. This document memorializes
the activities we have undertaken in fulfillment of the obligations that were established in the USF/ICC
Transformation Order.

Verizon provides wireline service on or near federally recognized tribal lands in the states of California,
‘Florida, Massachusetts, New York, and Rhode Island. In October 2012, Verizon sent meeting requests to.each
federally recognized tribe where Verizon is designated as an Eligible Telecommunication Carrier, encouraging
face-to-face meetings between our executives and respective tribal leadership. These letters are included in
Attachment A. In December 2012, Verizon sent a second round of letters to tribal leaders following-up on our
offer to engage and encouraging participation from all tribes. These letters are also included in Attachment B.

The Oneida Tribe accepted Verizon’s offer to meet. A collaborative engagement meeting was scheduled and
subsequently held at the Oneida’s Verona, NY offices on November 30, 2012. The Oneida Tribe was
represented by Ray Hallbritter, CEO, while Verizon was represented by Jim Gerace, VP — Public Policy and
David Lamendola, Director — Public Policy.
