REPORT

Pursuant to paragraph 6 of the Bureau’s Memorandum Opinion and Order released in this
proceeding on August 25, 2011, DA 11-1456, Puerto Rico Cable Acquisition Corp. d/b/a Choice
Cable T.V. (“Choice”) submits this CableCARD report for calendar year 2013.

During 2013, Choice received 9 requests for CableCARDs, and provisioned all of them
successfully. Customers requesting CableCARDs may choose between free self-installation, and
professional installation for which Choice charges $25. All 8 of the customers in 2013 chose
self-installation, and no truck rolls were necessary to provide follow-up assistance with their
installation. At the end of 2013, Choice had 28 CableCARDs deployed in retail devices (one
customer discontinued service during 2013).

Choice’s website includes information about CableCARDs, including information about

the price of CableCARD rental and the option for self-installation.*
