REPLY COMMENTS OF MOUNT WILSON FM BROADCASTERS, INC.

Mount Wilson FM Broadcasters, Inc. (“Mount Wilson”) hereby submits Reply
Comments in the above-captioned proceeding. In its Comments, Mount Wilson expressed its
belief that the future of AM radio is in the AM band with all AM stations transitioning to
iBiquity digital transmission sometime in the next five to ten years, using full digital channel on

channel rather than the present hybrid system.

Since filing its Comments in January 2014, Mount Wilson has completed its transition
of KMZT, 1260 kHz, Beverly Hills, California (Facility ID 43937) to digital hybrid facilities;
KMZT is also broadcast on the HD2 channel of commonly owned station KMZT-FM, 105.1
MHz, Salinas, California. The KMZT signal quality on 1260 kHz is incredible; comparing it
with the same program material simulcast on 105.1 HD2, the quality is almost as good, and there
are no adjacent channel issues. The KMZT classical music programing format is challenging but

HD handles it well.



As President of Mount Wilson, I believe more than ever that HD is the future of AM

broadcasting.
