Charter Communications (“Charter”) hereby withdraws its above-referenced Petition for
Temporary Waiver (“Petition”) seeking relief from Section 11.56 of the Commission’s rules that requires
Emergency Alert System (“EAS”) participants to be able to receive alerts formatted with the Common
Alerting Protocol (“CAP”).! On June 21, 2012, Charter requested a waiver for 32 of its smallest and most
remote cable headends because they did not have broadband Internet and were unable to receive CAP
formatte(sj emergency alerts.” On December 31, 2012, Charter renewed its waiver request for 28 of these
systems.

As discussed in Charter’s Initial Petition and Renewed Petition, Charter’s engineering staff has
diligently worked to implement DSL and satellite-based solutions to bring each of these remote cable
headends into compliance with the Commission’s CAP regulations. Charter is pleased to inform the
Commission that, as of April 30, 2013, all of its headends now have broadband connectivity and are
CAP-compliant.
