On June 23, 2014, Gordon Mansfield, Neeti Tandon, Linda Vandeloop and the 
undersigned met with John Leibovitz, Brian Regan, Paul Powell, Wayne Leighton (via 
telephone) and Joyce Jones of the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau to discuss the 
above-referenced proceeding. 

Mr. Mansfield is AT&T’s AVP of Small Cell Solutions and provided the attached 
presentation describing optimal models that AT&T uses for small cell deployments. He 
highlighted the fact that significant investment and planning is required for successful 
deployments and further noted that adding the 3550-3650 MHz bands to handsets and 
infrastructure are investments that could be stranded without regulatory certainty in 
licensing the band to small cell operators. Lastly, we discussed AT&T’s proposed 
transition plan and how it would reduce risk and increase investment certainty for small 
cell deployments.
