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Dear FCC While I take issue with a “two-tiered” Internet on a number of levels, I know you have a lot of letters to read, so I will focus on the
most important one to me. That issue is human freedom. The best chance humanity has for freedom, both in this nation and in the world at
large, is an open Internet. No one should have power to control the content of the Internet. Not the government, not private corporations, not
anybody. This moment of decision is pivotal in the history of humanity—to a degree I feel is lost on most people, even those familiar with the
issue. Those in favor of revoking Internet Neutrality construe the issue as economic. While rescinding net neutrality will certainly affect
economics, the larger issue to me is moral. Again, the issue is freedom, every bit as much as freedom was the issue in the Revolutionary War
that forged this country, the Civil War that promised equal rights to all people and the Civil Rights Movement that began to make good on
those promises. The World Wide Web has the potential to make good those promises to the denizens of our nation in perpetuity, and free
billions who suffer beyond our soil. The Internet uniquely enables social mobility and the exposure of tyranny. However, it can only
accomplish these ends while it is free, open, and unobstructed. The Internet is the voice of humanity and humanity’s greatest tool to better its
condition. For the first time in history, the oppressed can instantly hurl their voices across the planet to the rest of the human family. The weak
can tell their stories to the strong, who can fly to their rescue from the furthest reaches of the world. For the first time, all of humanity can band
together as one to tell the tyrants “no more.” In the World Wide Web, we hold the power to prevent the atrocities of the past from ever
happening again. Think what the result might have been if we had had an open Internet and smart phones during Hitler’s rise to power 80
years ago. He and the other tyrants of his time would have had no where to hide. Imagine if just one of the millions of oppressed Jews could
have smuggled a single smart phone into the Nazi concentration camps. Instead of being freed as they were at the end of the war, after most of
the deplorable deeds were done, their liberation would have become an early priority. Would you want that video on the “second tier”? The
reality is, many of the most important ideas come from single, marginalized individuals—individuals who wouldn’t be able to afford having
those ideas placed in the “fast lane.” The companies who want an end to Net Neutrality claim that there will be no such thing as a “fast lane"
and a “slow lane,” only a “fast lane” and a “hyper-speed lane.” It’s the same thing. They’re not fooling us, and I would hope they’re not
fooling you. What would a two-tiered system do to our country? At the very least, it will stifle small businesses and innovation. At the worst,
it will usher in an era of information censorship and an atrophy of our freedoms. Back to the “fast lane” and “slow lane” terms—the Internet,
nearly since its inception, has been referred to as “the information superhighway.” It used to be that the United States was connected primarily
by a system of highways, the “fast lane” as it were. Many towns were built near these roads and thrived. Then, interstates/freeways were
introduced, where drivers could travel 20 miles per hour faster than on the highways—a “hyper-speed lane.” Almost immediately, many of the
businesses and even whole towns built along the “fast lane” of the old highways began to dry up economically. That’s what a two-tiered
system does, especially if the cost is no different to the user. The users already pay for high speed internet, and expect the same speed for all of
their content. That should be enough. If ISPs are allowed in addition to “double dip” and charge content creators for preferred treatment, the
little guys won’t have a chance. Comparative studies have shown that a delay of even a couple of seconds in the loading response of a website
has a marked effect on the user’s perception of the brand. ISPs claim that they will be freed to innovate with their services more if they are able
to implement a two-tiered system. I say they would be freed to innovate more if they concentrated on coming up with new ideas of their own
instead of trying to create a world where they can suppress the little guys, the real innovators. The greatest advancements and innovations on
the Internet have not come from big Internet service provider companies but from geeks all over the world, who by virtue of an open Internet
are able to share their ideas with each other. Some of them sit in corporate high-rise offices, but most of them are sitting in their basements, in
their dorm rooms, or at a computer in an Internet café. If the Internet is to become faster, more powerful, and of greater benefit to the human
race, these are the people who will bring those events to pass. I have spoken of the threat to business and innovation, but there is a more
sinister threat: that of censorship. The recent conduct of ISPs with their existing power has done little to instill confidence in me that they
should be entrusted with more power. I don’t trust Comcast, Time Warner, or any of the others farther than I can throw them. Even if I did
trust them, I don’t believe I should be made to entrust—to anyone—the power to determine which information enters my home. Giving ISPs
the power to speed up, slow down, or block information they don’t like grants to these entities information pruning power akin to that which
China exercises over her citizens. America’s big media companies, while they have done much good, have a long and bloody history of
repression of information for their own interests. The very first electronic “jamming” of information was perpetrated by a news company in
the day of the telegraph, to prevent other companies from getting first word out on the results of a horse race. The Machiavellian backstabbing
hasn’t stopped since. In early 2013, during Comcast negotiations with Netflix, Netflix’s download speeds mysteriously dropped, and
continued to drop until they agreed to Comcast’s terms. This is not the type of company I want in charge of the flow of Internet content.
Regardless of whether the Internet service providers abuse these new powers, which they will, there is a more sinister threat. The government
up to this point, while at times excessive and illegally surveilling content online, has not as yet had the ability to censor content. If censorship
power is granted to private companies, they could act as a back door for the government to assume the same power. It has come to light that
the NSA forced many US companies to unknowingly use faulty security software, thus creating a back door for the NSA to monitor
information to which they should not have been privy. Who is to say that the same thing cannot be done with Internet content control? The
government can exercise pressure on individual companies in ways it never could the Internet as an entity and thus gain more power without
constituent consent. No one should have power to manipulate the flow of content on the Internet. No one is wise enough to be entrusted with
that power—not the government, not private organizations, not me. There are plenty of ideas on the Internet I do not agree with, but that does
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not mean I should have the right to repress them. I do not believe in the legalization of marijuana or of gay marriage, but I hold the freedom of
these groups to express themselves sacred. Why? Their rights are my rights. If we can justify ourselves in relegating any group to a “second
tier” of free speech, then there is nothing stopping us from going farther. The Internet is a plane of ideas, and while some ideas may conflict
with my ideology or yours, each has a right to be expressed where others can hear it. Under a two-tiered system, it will be very difficult for the
most important issues to get the publicity that they need. With an open web, any idea can become viral. Any idea can sweep across the world.
Imagine what a catalyst of change the Internet would have been had it been available during the American Civil Rights movement. Imagine if
African American citizens had been able to film police treatment of their people with their phones and post those videos online. How much
faster would change have happened? I ask again, would you want those videos to be relegated to the “second tier”? I guarantee, considering
the economic position of African Americans at that time, they would have been “second-tier content.” It used to be that if you wanted an
audience of millions, you needed to be the official news network covering the Olympics or Macy’s Thanksgiving Day Parade. Everybody
watched, because there were few other options. Now all you need to garner an audience of millions is to film a thought that inspires you, a
violation of human rights that enrages you, or your buddy doing something stupid. Either way, it’s freedom of expression. I believe that
should be protected, even the ideas I don’t personally agree with. The good news, FCC, is that you have the power to stop these things from
coming to pass. You have the power to reclassify the internet as a telecommunications service, reclassify ISPs as common carriers, and thus
hoist the Internet up and away from the fists of those grubbing for power. Many nations maintain their oppressive grip on their people by
controlling the information that comes in and out of the country. That’s not what the United States is about. We are about freedom. Just as the
American Revolution set off a chain reaction of freedom and revolutions in other countries around the world, so should we set the example in
freedom of expression and information for our people to inspire other nations. We must hold the Internet sacred, as it is the highest
manifestation of the human right of free speech yet devised. The Internet expands our collective eyes and ears, our consciousness. While the
United States was the birthplace of the Internet, the web has transcended our ownership. If government has a role in the future of the Internet,
it is to ensure its freedom and the freedom of human thought it represents. This does not mean giving private companies the power to speed
up, slow down, and block ideas based on money or their personal prejudices. Please, humanity needs you. Keep her voice free.
