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An open internet is crucial for freedom of speech. Allowing internet service 
providers to discriminate between different kinds of traffic allows them to block 
competitors' websites, even allows them to block political opponent's sites. So much
of our lives take place online. Do we really want to abandon the principles that 
founded our great nation and allow these companies (or worse - the government 
itself) to choose what information we are allowed to view? Blocking or throttling a 
site until it is unusable is analogous to book burning and it should not be 
tolerated in a country which declares its constituents to be free. 
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
